RECHARGE PROCEDURE:

A. Important: Shut off steam or air and relieve system pressure

B. Remove one (1) socket head set screw from port located in the 
casing O.D. Drop (1) graphite pellet into the port. Repeat with 
the remaining three ports. 

C. Tighten socket head set screws to approximately 10 ft. lbs. 
torque. If torque value is not reached, repeat Step B. Socket 
head set screws should be flush to 1/8 inch above casing. 

D. Reapply steam or air pressure. If leakage reoccurs, repeat steps 
A, B, and C. If leakage persists, joint may need to be replaced.
